A. A Golden Birthday is a special, unique event that occurs when a person turns
the age similar to a birth date.

T-shirt projects are easy to adapt to any age
group. Young children may enjoy finger painting to make various designs on
blank"T-shirt's, while teens and adults may prefer to use paint pens or fabric
markers to produce unique patterns. Adults and kids who are old enough to handle
tiny objects can make nice jewelry.

D. There are many ways to surprise one's best friend for the birthday. Whether one
chooses to give a wonderful gift or throw a wild party, it is important to make the
surprise a mystery. If one's best friend finds out about the surprise before the right
date and time, the shock element of the surprise is ruined. For the ideal execution
of a surprise party, a quick rehearsal with friends and family beforehand may also
be necessary.

E. One of the easiest and most traditional ways to send a happy birthday message
is to call, email or send a postcard to the person. Some other methods include
