Good afternoon, I’d like to present my work in the project "Going to the museum" to you.

2 слайд:

It was interesting for me to visit the Art Museum of Nizhny Novgorod. I was especially impressed by the painting of the artist Vasily Baksheev "Summer Day", created by him in 1914. The painting "Summer Day" is a story about the eternal beauty of nature. A lot of paint strokes of different shades create this summer landscape. Vasily Baksheev was born in Moscow, in the family of a nobleman. He received an excellent home education, and entered the Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture. The first successful work of the young artist was the painting "A girl feeding pigeons", this painting was acquired for his collection by Pavel Tretyakov.
4 слайд: 

In 1896 Baksheev became a member of the Society of Travelling Art Exhibitions, depicting simple and vital subjects, for example, the painting "Everyday Prose", "Homecoming" and others.

Later Baksheev became one of the founders of the "Union of Russian Artists". 

In 1913 Vasily Nikolaevich Baksheev was awarded the title of Academician of Painting.
After the revolution, the artist was engaged in the organization of regional museums in Moscow. During these years, a revolutionary theme prevailed in his work.
After 1940, the artist painted mainly landscapes, combining lyrical symbolism with impressionism.
5 слайд:
In the artist's painting "Summer Day", I was impressed by how small, thin, but noticeable brush strokes of different shades combine, transmitting amazing light and beauty of the image. Vasily Baksheev's works have a quality that is very dear to a person of Russian culture, this quality is sincerity. That is why this picture caused a response in my soul.
